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1. INTRODUCTION

Background

1.1.1 The Government of Karnataka (GoK) (the Authority), is engaged in the

development of fast and efficient connectivity toe tBangalore International
Airport and as part of this endeavour, GoK hasditito undertake development
of High Speed Rail Link (HSRL) connection betweeanBalore City-Centre and
Bangalore International Airport (the*Project”) through public-private
partnership (PPP) on Design, Build, Finance, Operahd Transfer (the
"DBFOT" ) basis, and has decided to carry out the biddiogegss for selection
of the bidder to whom the Project may be awardé@. Government of Karnataka
has nominated the Karnataka State Industrial Invest & Development
Corporation Limited (KSIIDC) as the nodal agehdgr the Project and has
charged the KSIIDC with the responsibility of thetAority under this document.

agreement (the‘Concession Agreement) to be entered into between the
Concessionaire and the GoK in the form providedheyAuthority as part of the
Bidding Documents pursuant hereto.

Brief description of Bidding Process

The Authority has adopted a two-stage processe@olkly referred to as the
"Bidding Process") for selection of the bidder for award of the [eadj The first
stage (the"Qualification Stage") of the process involves qualification (the
“Qualification” ) of interested parties/ consortia who make an &ppbn in
accordance with the provisions of this RFQ (thpplicants” ). At the end of this
stage, the Authority expects to announce a sheirofiup to 5 (five) suitable pre-
qualified Applicants who shall be eligible for pgeipation in the second stage of
the Bidding Process (th#id Stage") comprising Request for Proposals (the
“Request for Proposals”or “RFP”).

These guidelines shalyaputatis mutandigo this
Bidding Process. The Authority shall be entitleddisqualify an Applicant in
accordance with the aforesaid guidelines at angestf the Bidding Process.
Applicants must satisfy themselves that they a@ified to bid, and should give

In the Qualification Stage, Applicants woulee required to furnish the
information specified in this RFQ along with a n@fundable fee of Rs 100,000
(Rupees One Lakh only) in the form of a demandtdpafyable in favour of

KSIIDC Ltd., Bangalore. Only those Applicants tlaae pre-qualified and short-
listed by the Authority shall be invited to subrtiieir Bids for the Project. The
Authority is likely to provide a comparatively shdime span for submission of
the Bids for the Project. The Applicants are, tfenes advised to visit the site and
familiarise themselves with the Project.

In the Bid Stage, the Bidders will be called uporstibmit their financial offers
(the 'Bids") in respect of the Project, in accordance wite RFP and other
documents to be provided by the Authority, pursuarthe RFP (collectively the
"Bidding Documents)). The Bidding Documents for the Project will beopided

to every Bidder on payment of Rs. 500,000 (Rupe@es Eakhs only) in the form
of a demand draft payable in favour of KSIIDC Ltdangalore. The Bid shall be
valid for a period of not less than 150 days fréma date specified in Clause 1.3
for submission of bids (theBid Due Dat¢).

The Authority wishes to receive Applications for &litication in order to short-
list experienced and capable Applicants for thedBid Stage.

Short-listed Applicants may be subsequemtiyted to submit the Bids for the
Project.

Eligibility of Applicants

(a) The Applicant for pre-qualification mawg la single entity or a group of
entities (the “Consortium”), coming together to implement the Project.
However, no applicant applying individually or asn@mber of a Consortium, as
the case may be, can be member of another AppliCansortium. The term
Applicant used herein would apply to both a sirgiéty and a Consortium.

(b) An Applicant may be a natural person, privatgitg, government-owned
entity or any combination of them with a formalent to enter into an agreement
or under an existing agreement in the form of aséoium. A Consortium shall
be eligible for consideration subject to the coodié set out in Clause 2.2.6
below.

Government has examined the issue of framing conemstve and transparent
guidelines defining the criteria for bidders inwed in PSE-disinvestment so that the
parties selected through competitive bidding candgire public confidence. Earlier,
criteria like net worth, experience etc. used tpiescribed. Based on experience and
in consultation with concerned departments, Goverirhas decided to prescribe the
following additional criteria for the qualificationdisqualification of the parties
seeking to acquire stakes in public sector enw#prihrough disinvestment:

(a) In regard to matters other than the security atelgiity of the country,
any conviction by a Court of Law or indictment/ adse order by a
regulatory authority that casts a doubt on theitgbdf the bidder to
manage the public sector unit when it is disinwste which relates to a
grave offence would constitute disqualificationra@ offence is defined
to be of such a nature that it outrages the manases of the community.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE GOVE iNT OF

Sub: Development of a High Speed Rail Link to
the Bangalore International Afrport.

PREAMBLE:

A greenfield international airport is being built near Devanahalli,
about 34 KMs from Bangalore City by Bangalore International Airport
Limited (BIAL), a joint venture company of Government of Karnataka,
Government of India, Siemens Projects Ventures, Larsen & Toubro and
Unique Zurich Airport. This airport will be commissioned by the end of
March 2008. Since this airport is about 34 KMs from the City and the
existing road net work in Bangalore is not adequate to handle the ever
increasing traffic, it may take a long time ranging from one to two hours
to reach by road from different parts of the City. Hence, the travel
expenses and fuel consumption would be quite high. Karnataka has also
been experiencing very high growth rates in the last few years in air
passenger traffic. The air passenger growth rate in the State was over
44% during 2006-07. It was against this background that the need for a
High Speed Rail Link to the New International Airport was felt.

The State Government engaged the services of Delhi Metro Rail
Corporation Limited (DMRC) through iDeCK to prepare a Detailed
Project Report (DPR) for a High Speed Rail Link (HSRL) to the
International Airport with check in facilities in the City of Bangalore.
Accordingly, DMRCL undertook necessary studies and investigations
and submitted the DPR after considering different locations for locating
the City Airport Terminal (CAT). According to DMRC, the Police
Parade Ground between Mahatma Gandhi Road and Cubbon Road is the
most sutable place for locating the City Airport Terminal.

The DPR submitted by DMRC has been discussed at various levels
in the Government. Ditferent issues arising out of locating the CAT at
Police Parade Ground have also been considered. The request of the
Police Department for allocation of Jakkarayanakere for parade purpose,
allocation of alternate site to BMRCL which has been given
Jakkarayanakere for casting of pre-cast structures, impact of CAT on the
traffic around MG Road, appointment of KSIIDC as the nodal agency,
engaging the services of DMRC as Project Consultant, constitution of a
Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) for execution of this project ete., have
been examined by the State Government. Afier considering all these
issues, it is found necessary to implement the High Speed Rail Liak

High Speed Rail Link to the Bangalore Internationairport

BACKGROUND

Bangalore, the Capital of Karnataka State ppuknown as the Garden City
of India is now the % largest City of the country with a population of 7
million. 1t is also known as the Silicon Valley rfdia and has developed as a
center for advanced sciences, higher educatiorearels & development.
Bangalore has now become one of the top ten higidities of the world and
with its salubrious climate for most part of theageit has emerged as one of
the successful commercial and industrial hubs@flian sub-continent.

HAL AIRPORT: The air traffic at Bangalore was ldéed by the erstwhile
HAL Airport, situated by the side of Hindustan Aeamitics Limited (HAL).
This was originally an airstrip meant for trialgiits for the aircrafts produced
by HAL but subsequently came to be used as a ldiged Airport both for
domestic and international flights. Even after péeting possible capacity
expansion works, this Airport was unable to hanaifgymore incoming or
outgoing flights. Besides, this Airport is situdtpractically within the city
area and with the city havingfurther grown on all its sides, no further
expansion was possible. Movement of passengengebetthe Airport and the
city was primarily through taxies, private/officiaars and also by autos to a
limited extent. A good proportion of the Airporta made use of bus
services. Due to heavy traffic congestion on theds leading to the airport,
the travel time to the Airport for passengers atiadff svas long and more than
an hour during peak hours.

Both domestic and international aircraft movetaeat the erstwhile HAL
Airport were increasing at a fast rate during st b-6 years.

Widening Of Bellary Road and Other Roads As already stated above, the

Beyond Hebbal Flyover, the NH-7 divider betwees tiain carriage way and
the service road is only about 1.5 m wide and &dseto be widened to 3.0 m
to accommodate the piers of the HSRL. In this lergH-7 has already got
wide right of way (ROW) and therefore no fresh astjon of land may be
involved. However, this is under discussions with NH who are asking for
additional land acquisition of 5m beyond the ROWiisTdoes not come as a
hindrance for progress of the work.

TRANSPORT DEMAND FORECAST

For the purpose of estimating transport demanddidition to the available
secondary data, various primary surveys, such assifled traffic volume,
origin & destination surveys, willingness to trabsi the proposed High Speed
Ralil link, etc at the erstwhile HAL Airport Termihaas undertaken.

Traffic at the erstwhile HAL Airport Complex

As per the traffic surveys conducted at the ers&énHAL airport complex, it
was estimated that about 30,000+ trips were cortongnd going from the
Airport on a normal working day. Out of these, ah®8,500 trips were by air
passengers, while 1,000 trips were by the staffkimgrat the HAL ‘Airport
Complex’, the remaining trips being attributedte wvisitors.

Willingness to Travel by the Proposed High SpeeRail Link

Opinion survey conducted shows that a large nundfepassengers and
workers (80%) are willing to use the proposed Higeed Rail Link. About

71% staff surveyed also expressed their willingrtesshift to the ‘proposed

Rail Link. About 81% of the surveyed passengeqzessed their preference
for a City Check-in facility.
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Transport Demand Forecast

The High Speed Rail Link will provide a fast, conient, and comfortable
linkage and will attract passengers from the pevatodes and contract
carriage buses. In this perspective, it is plexbthat a direct dedicated Rail
Link to the new International Airport will be anti@ctive option. It may be
pointed out that this dedicated Rail Link couldratt the daily traffic of work

staff of the new Airport and a large number of wet&ff of the Aero City being

developed by BIAL.

As per the O-D survey, a sizeable Airport traffidl iee from central, south,
southeast, southwest, west and north areas of Baagahese passengers will be
attracted to travel from the center of the cityHabbal to the new Airport. These
are comparatively heavily populated areas besidesexistence of Government
offices, business houses, hotels etc. The Rail hiikake only about 25 minutes
to reach the New airport with the facility of Chelckat the center of theity
(Police Grounds between M G Road and Cubbon RoadipaHebbal, where the
Ring Road passes through. There will be a picktapos at Yelahanka to attract
those passengers who come from the interior ame@serth of Yelahanka. This
facility of Rail Link is thus expected to attractrport users from all sides of
Bangalore except the northeast side.

According to the traffic forecast by BIAL, the diraffic will be 17.2 million
passengers p.a. in 2010-11. As per the rider-shgrhst about 40% of this figure
will be using the High Speed Rail Link. The otheprtant factors which will be
contributing traffic to the proposed system will: f§ the work force of about
5,000 persons at the Airport at the time of openm@008 and whose number
will be growing approximately in line with the owdr growth in passenger
figures, and (ii) the traffic from Aero City whidl being constructed within the
BIAL premises for offices; retail, entertainmentdahospitality complex, which
has been estimated to grow from 2000 persons in 32@@8 to approx 1,00,000
persons in 10 yrs after the Airport opening.
